VOTER REGISTRATION DEADLINE:
October 7

Thirty days before an election.

ABSENTEE / MAIL-IN VOTING
BALLOT DEADLINES:

Request must be received by

October 29

Seven days before the election for mail and
electronic requests; the Friday before the
election for in-person requests.

BALLOT SUBMISSION DEADLINE:

Must be received by 7:30 PM on Election
Day. Hand-delivered ballots must be
received at the county clerk’s office by the
close of business the Friday before Election
Day.
